WAREHOUSE HOBBIES

Warehouse Hobbies is one of the first places you
look when purchasing a big gas boat. They’ve
been in the business for years, and that shows

by the quality of their products. The Enforcer Pro is one of
the best boats in their lineup, and we have one here to
prove it. This boat comes as a kit almost ready to run and
as a full-blown RTR like the one shown here. We’ve
already had a little wheel time with this boat in our Top
Fuel Shootout in the Winter ’07 issue, and it went home
with the win. Let’s get a closer look at this badass boat.

Enforcer Pro

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Warehouse Hobbies Enforcer Pro
The Enforcer Pro hull is well
made and is available in white,
yellow, or red gelcoat. I painted
mine with Parma Faskolor paint
to make it stand out.
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FEATURES
Hull. The Enforcer Pro starts off with a
hand-laid fiberglass hull that comes with
a super smooth gelcoat finish in yellow,
white, or red. I decided to pull mine
apart and paint it to make it stand out
from the crowd. You can see how I did
by checking out ”How to transform your
beast into a beauty” in this issue. The
bottom of the hull is set up to work well
in moderate to calm conditions. Six lift-
ing strakes are molded into the hull to
help reduce friction between the hull
and the water. Two 1⁄2-inch thick birch
plywood stringers provide a mounting
location for the inner workings of the
Pro. An adhesive-backed rubber bumper
protects the hull and enhances its looks.
An attractive hatch cover has two driver

figures attached to it to bring a little real-
ism to this already good-looking boat.
It’s affixed to the boat with a tab in the
front and O-rings in the rear.

Power train. This is one area where this
boat stands out from the rest. It’s obvious
that Warehouse Hobbies has been in this
hobby for a long time when you look at
the design of the power train. Things start
off at the lightweight clutch; it’s a com-
pact centrifugal unit supported by a
lightweight aluminum cage. The clutch
bearing and end of the cable are protected
by a cast-aluminum housing, and it has a
grease fitting for easy lubrication of the
two. This housing doubles as a third
mount for the engine, and it slides into a
metal tube that is isolated by a rubber pad

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ON THE WATER
� Starting the Zenoah EZ25 engine when cold took a little longer than I’m used to when running engines of this
type. The effort is well worth it! I’ll get to that part of the story in a second. Once it started, I took my time putting
the hull in the water so that it could build up a little heat. I gave the throttle a few quick stabs and saw that the
carb needed a little tweaking before I could rip on the engine. Once I had the carb closer to its ideal settings, I
sent it out for a few passes by the camera. The more I drove it, the more comfortable I became with the perform-
ance of the engine and the steering. The low speed was still a little on the lean side and caused a slight hiccup
just off idle. That didn’t matter too much to me; it’s something that can be dialed in later. The engine idled well,
and the exhaust sounds so cool bobbing in and out of the water. Every time I made a slow pass by the camera, I
checked the exhaust and saw the water from the cooling system exiting the pipe, so I knew that the engine was
getting the cooling it needs. With that worry out of the way, I became more and more brave with every pass. At 1⁄2
throttle, this boat is just as fast as any gas boat that I have ever driven. I didn’t expect the engine to have much
more power from 1⁄2 to full throttle, and this was one time that I was glad to be wrong. I made a 1⁄2-throttle pass
and stabbed the throttle while my Enforcer Pro was at speed, and it jumped out of the water and took off. This
thing is sick! I saw right away that I had to adjust the trim tabs. About an inch-and-a-half of the hull was in the
water, and I almost flipped this sucker a couple of times while making full-speed passes. Thank goodness for the
1⁄4-scale servo and dual-rudder steering. You can drive the boat at a decent clip and have all the control you need
in the steering department; I’d say the steering is almost too responsive. I’m happier with steering that is too
responsive than a steering system that doesn’t work at all. You can always dial out steering, but you can’t always
dial in more. The Enforcer Pro handles the chop well. As a matter of fact, the faster you drive the boat, the better it
does. Speed smoothes out the ride.

that’s attached to the bottom rear of the
hull. Inside the metal tube is a Teflon
sleeve, and this sleeve increases the dura-
bility of the system. The drive cable exits
the hull through Warehouse Hobbies’
third edition of their surface planing drive
(SPD). This supports the shaft and allows
quick adjustment of the angle of the

prop. The tip of the SPD holds a bearing
cartridge that houses two lead Teflon
bearings. You can remove the flex shaft,
Teflon sleeve and bearing cartridge by
removing one screw on the SPD.

Hardware. Twin rudders point the hull
in the correct direction; Warehouse

Hobbies calls it the Uni-Strut Dual
Rudder System. The system is adjustable,
so you can fine-tune it to different water
conditions. The servo pushes and pulls
on the right rudder, and that is con-
nected to the left rudder by a threaded
rod. The system is designed to kick back,
so should you hit any debris in the water,

you’ll be less likely to damage your rud-
ders. Four large screws attach the unit to
the back of the hull. Adjustable trim tabs
make for easy adjustments of the hull’s
attitude in the water.

Engine & accessories. The RTR version
of the Pro comes with a hot-rodded
Zenoah engine. The EZ25 is modified at
the factory and features increased com-
pression and modified exhaust timing to
give the Pro more power than you’ll
need. You’re getting a claimed 5hp in
this small package. Its 2-needle carb is
easy to reach and adjust, and a choke
makes cold starting a breeze. The engine
is water-cooled, and the water enters
through a compact water pick-up on the
back of the hull that positions a small
tube just below the hull’s edge. A rubber

tube brings the water to a water pump
that runs off crankcase pressure, which
circulates water through the engine even
when the boat isn’t in motion. From the
pump the water flows through the head
then into the header and out the pipe. 

Radio gear. The Pro comes with a Futaba
Magnum 2PL radio that features 10-model
memory, endpoint adjustment, servo-
reversing and steering and throttle trims.
Inside the hull, you’ll find a Hitec HS-
755HB 1⁄4-scale steering servo that has 
153 oz.-in. of torque and a Futaba S3003
throttle servo. The electronics are housed
in a trick see-through sealed radio box. 

CONCLUSION
I can’t say enough good things about this
boat. This is the nicest gas hull that I have

ever driven. Great job, Warehouse Hobbies!
(Now if we can just get some graphics on
the hull.) The hull is well crafted, and its
thickness screams durability. A lot of
thought and time were put into the drive-
line on this boat, and that shows on the
water. And the steering is unbelievable.
This boat has it all: durability, handling
and speed. What else could you ask for?  �
